
Things to do here: 
 

1) Create a Special Sunday Bag 
In order to better help keep your child’s attention, 
you should consider creating a bag of “goodies” 
that is only available to them on Sunday during the 
church service. 
 Things you can include: 
  Books with flap to open and close 
  Bible 
  Coloring Books 
  Stickers/Sticker Books 
  Colorform Books 
  Magnetic play sticker books 
  Books like “Where’s waldo” 
 

2) Bring a snack for young children (one that won’t 
create a big mess).  Having a snack can help kids sit 
for a long time. 

 

3) Include your child in the service 
If they like music, hold them and sway with them 
when we sing.  Have them clap. 
 

During the offering, have them put your offering in 
the plate. 

 

4) If possible try to hold off giving your child a snack     
     or the Special Sunday bag until a quiet time in the  
     service (i.e. the choir, a prayer, the sermon).
